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We all know that since ancient times, women of the East have been fundamentally different
from women of other nations with their beauty, wisdom, modesty, and charm. In this regard, the
Timurid queens are especially important. Looking back at our past, the respect and attention
shown to women during the reigns of the Timurids and Baburs is not observed in other Eastern
dynasties. If you have to leaf through several books to find information about a woman in the
dynasties before the Timurids and Baburs, then in the "Baburnama" alone, the names of 74
women are mentioned with respect in 230 places. From this we can learn that our ancestors were
highly spiritual and had a broad worldview. Because it was women who raised children and
princes and led creative work when men were on military campaigns. Here we would like to talk
about two such beautiful ladies from the Timurid dynasty. Each of them made a huge turning
point in our history and left an indelible mark. These are: Saraymulkkhanim, the beloved wife of
Amir Timur, and Khadijabegim, the beautiful wife of Husayn Baykara.

Saraymulkkhanim, one of the Timurid princesses, was the daughter of Kazankhan, a
Mongol khan belonging to the Chigatai ulus, and was born in 1341. In 1355, Amir Husayn, the
grandson of the ruler of Transoxiana, Amir Qazaqan, married them. In the battle of 1370, Amir
Temur defeated Amir Husayn and took 4 women from his harem with him. Saraymulkkhanim
was among them. When Amir Temur married Saraymulkkhanim, she received the title of
"ko'ragon". Saraymulkkhanim was called the eldest lady in the harem, that is, Bibikhanim. Of
course, such a title was given to the most intelligent, tasteful and broad-minded person in the
harem. In addition, Saraymulkkhanim was very beautiful. Amir Temur often took
Saraymulkkhanim with him on military campaigns. Even in solving problems that arose in the
palace, Saraymulkkhanim did not spare her wise advice. Amir Temur secretly felt a need for
Saraymulkkhanim's advice, although not openly. It is said that Amir Temur did not have enough
money to provide the army due to the prolonged siege of Isfahan. Then he sent a letter to
Saraymulkkhanim saying, "The army's reserves are exhausted, send dice from the treasury."
Saraymulkkhanim sarcastically replied, "If your dice are exhausted, will your politics also end?"
Amir Temur understood the irony and stamped the bones of slaughtered and eaten sheep and
cattle and used them instead of money until the siege of Isfahan ended. Later, they were
exchanged for coins. Thanks to Saraymulkkhanim, the intended goal was achieved without using
excess funds from the treasury. The noble Amir Temur did not have children with
Saraymulkkhanim. But the ruler entrusted his son Shahrukh Mirza, his beloved grandsons
Muhammad Sultan Mirza, Khalil Sultan Mirza, Ulugbek Mirza and other princes directly to the
upbringing of the intelligent Saraymulkkhanim. From this it can be understood that Amir Temur
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greatly respected and honored Saraymulkkhanim.

Another Timurid princess was Khadijah Begum, born in Herat in 1451 and given to Abu
Sayyid Mirza in 1457. When Abu Sayyid Mirza was killed in 1469, Hussein Baykara fell in love
with Khadijah Begum and married her. Khadijah Begum used her cunning tricks to gain the title
of Great Concubine in the harem. This lady constantly tried to put her son Muzaffar Mirza on the
throne. And for this, she removed almost all obstacles on the way. Many people died on this way.
Hussein Baykara was pitted against Khadijah Begum and her sons, other than Muzaffar Mirza.
They even went so far as to fight their own father. This was the main reason for the collapse of
Hussein Baykara's empire.

Alisher Navoi dedicated Chapter X of Saba'ai Sayyor to Khadichabegim. Navoi called
Khadichabegim Bilqisi soniy (the name of the beloved wives of the Prophet Solomon was
Bilqis), Sorai uzmo, Khadishai kubro. Khadichabegim also had titles such as madhi ulyo
(supreme leader), ismatut dunyo (purity of the world). In addition, Navoi wrote a beautiful
ghazal dedicated to Khadichabegim. In his article “Navoi's Inner Harmony” published in the
journal “Sirli Olam”, Khurshid Davron states that “Navoi loved Khadichabegim, and after
Huseyn Boykara married her, he decided to remain single.” However, according to sources, this
opinion is not correct. Because although Khadichabegim was beautiful, Navoi was not a woman
he loved. On the contrary, Khadijabegim, along with other courtiers, caused conflicts between
Navoi and Husayn Baykara. In the "Baburnama" it is written about her that "She was a wise, but
foolish and foolish woman. She was also a Rafizi (Shiite sect)." So, Khadijabegim was not
among the most respected women in the eyes of Babur. It is not for nothing that they say "Good
is a bond, evil is a stain." These two ladies were also very prestigious, respected, and beautiful
women. If great people like Amir Temur and Husayn Baykara considered them worthy of them,
then they were different from ordinary women. Saraymulkkhanim was a woman who could
control herself in any situation, and when the time came, she could control Amir Temur. That is,
they have the power to direct the minds of others to themselves, which is called reflection in
scientific language. Another achievement of Bibi Khanum is that she was not a woman who was
greedy for wealth. Since she had lived a materially fulfilling life since her youth, she did not
have a sense of hunger for wealth. The reason for all the beautiful qualities of Saraymulk
Khanum is her genetic belonging to the khans. It is known that the palace has always been
considered a center of knowledge and enlightenment. Because the khans and emirs gathered
around them the most intelligent people of the country and asked them for advice on making
some decisions and carrying out reforms in the country. Another reason for this is that the khans
entrusted the education of their children to such great intellectuals. As a result, if the children
had higher knowledge and thinking than their parents, then this was passed on from generation to
generation, and both the hereditary enlightenment and the high cultural and spiritual environment
in the palace together influenced their grandchildren, forming a perfect person.
Saraymulkkhanim was also brought up in such an environment, and all the features characteristic
of court women were embodied in the lady. Based on all of the above positive qualities of
Saraymulkkhanim, it is appropriate for her to be used as a role model and example in the
development of moral values in female students and to be used in the educational process.

These Timurid princesses, whose names are given above, were able to behave in a manner
worthy of Amir Temur in any situation, since Bibi Khanum possessed all the characteristics
characteristic of the sanguine temperament (modesty, prudence, patience, etc.). She never
compromised her honor. You can see the proof of this in the examples given above.

With these characteristics, loyalty, loyalty, and intelligence, which are characteristic of
women, along with intelligence and knowledge, are considered necessary virtues, and it should
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be emphasized that women have always played an important role in the development of society
and education.

Khadija Begum, on the other hand, had a choleric temperament (loving power and ambitious,
unable to accept criticism, hot-tempered...). She was able to subdue people not with beautiful
manners, but precisely with external beauty. The feeling of dominion prevailed over any other
inclination, and therefore they skillfully removed all obstacles to the enthronement of Muzaffar
Mirza. Behind this, of course, lay the goal of ruling the country in the name of her son. It was
precisely Khadijah Begum's egoism that served as an important factor in the crisis of the Timurid
empire. Above, we talked about two beautiful Eastern women. One was one of the delicate
pillars of the Timurid empire, while the other struck an axe to the very roots of this empire.
Although their position in the palace was equal, we see that both of them used this position in
different ways. A woman is a delicate creature. If her ocean-like love has the power to melt the
highest mountains, then her anger is capable of changing the world! In general, a mysterious
force is hidden in the inner world of any woman. However, only those who direct this power in
the right direction with strong will and patience can achieve greatness. If the inner strength of
Khadijabegim had been directed correctly, perhaps she would have left a bright mark in the
history of our country like Saraymulkkhanim. Since the creation of the world, the struggle
between oppression and evil has been ongoing.

Conclusion

It is emphasized that if all the qualities of Saraymulkkhanim are to be role models for our
women in the educational process, they should think in a state of drawing conclusions from the
actions of Khadijabegim.

In conclusion, it should be noted that, in addition to studying the past of great people, it is
advisable for them to receive education and education and act in a state of drawing the right
conclusions from their achievements and shortcomings, and taking as an example their positive
qualities.
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
